Farmers Market Nutrition Program vouchers for senior citizens are now available through the Clarion County Area

The FMNP, funded under the PA Department of Agriculture provides eligible participants with $20 worth of vouchers
to purchase fresh fruit and vegetables at farmers markets.

To be eligible, a person must be 60 years of age or older, live in Clarion County and meet the annual income guide-
lines. Total income must not exceed $20,147 for one person and $27,214 for a couple. Proof of age and residency
must be provided.

Consumers will receive a list of eligible farmers markets with their vouchers.
